Administrator

City Administrator’s Office

City Administrator (CA) Stewart met with PW Director Underwood to review the required
information for the current application period for the next round of Florida Department of
Transportation (FDOT) - Small Counties Outreach Program (SCOP). As a reminder, the city was
successful in a grant award on both projects approved by city council and submitted last year. The
application for this year’s cycle will be for paving currently unpaved 12™ Avenue beginning at SR 70 and
proceeding north to Maple Street. It will be presented to the City Council for approval before submittal
to FDOT prior to 3/31/17.

Airport Manager Shelley Peacock and CA Stewart met with Hanson representatives Blake Swafford and
Mike Moon to discuss to need for quick turn around on a proposal for design services for the future Turf
Runway drainage project. The FDOT deadline for submittal of at least design services is relatively short
due to the delay in finalizing the Hanson contract. As a reminder, that delay resulted from a question
raised about why council declined the recommendation of the Selections Advisory Committee. FDOT
required a response from the city prior to its acceptance of the city’s selection.

Finance Director Beth Carsten and CA Stewart participated in a telephone conference with FATHOM
company representatives to work through the proposal needed to establish the debt financing they are
willing to provide. The CA directed Finance Director Carsten to seek information from our local banks
for like financing.

The CA met with Ms. Sheena Shine about some zoning and land use concerns affecting her mother’s
home property at 802 Harris. Ms Shine had asked Council Member Turner to join in the meeting and he
was present. She asked questions about the zoning and how it might affect a desire to demolish the
current home and build a new one.

CA Stewart rasponded to Florida Legislative staffer Steve O’Cain regarding a request for information
about the financial impact of current legislative bills HB 487 and SB 330. Those bills will preempt local
government’s authority to charge a Local Business Tax.

The City received a letter from DeSoto County detailing the current roadway grant applications the
county has filed with FDOT. This information was forwarded to the Mayor and City Council.

Calibrated CL2
analyzer at contact chamber booth . Exercised mixers and aerators in West
digester . Washed down bar screen and brushes on top of pretreat. A/C unit in
garage seeping water from bottom of air handler, popped drain cap, poured
bleach to rid of slime build up.
