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REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 22, 2003

A regular meeting of the Arcadia City Council was held on April 22, 2003 at 6:00 p.m. in
Room D of the Way Building at 23 N. Polk Avenue. Councilmembers attending were:
Goodman, Johnson, Heine and Whitlock. Absent: Fazzone is recovering from surgery.
Planning and Zoning Board Members attending were: Brown, Sawyer, Smith and Whitlock.
Also in attendance were: Administrator Strube, City Attorney Holloman, City Marshal Lee,
Assistant Fire Chief Wells, Engineer DeCheske, Public Works Superintendent Waters, Ms.
Way and Recorder Baumann.

Mayor Goodman called the meeting to order.
The Invocation was given by Councilman Johnson.
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

The minutes of the Regular Meeting of March 18, 2003 were adopted on motion of Whitlock;
seconded by Heine and carried.

Mayor Goodman called the Joint Public Hearing of the Council and the Planning and
Zoning Board to order stating that this hearing is continued from March 4, 2003, having
been referred back to the Planning and Zoning Board for further study. Mayor Goodman
then stated that the purpose of the joint public hearing as advertised is to provide citizens an
opportunity for input regarding the request to re-zone Lots 1-3, Block 61, Original Survey
from One-Family Dwelling R-1C District to General Business B-3 District. Petitioners Jose
and Maria Castro. Attorney Holloman addressed the Council and the Planning and Zoning
Board Members stating that the matter before them was a quasi-judicial matter. Attorney
Holloman asked if anyone had received any written or verbal correspondence or done a site
visit since the meeting of March 4, 2003, no one had any thing to report. Recorder Baumann
stated that the original notices sent by certified mail to thirty-six (36) property owners and
the original ad in the Arcadian were still in effect as this hearing is a continuation from the
March 4, 2003 hearing. Recorder Baumann reported that a petition of objection signed by
twelve (12) property owner and two (2) letters of objection were received. No letters of
support were received. Mayor Goodman called for the petitioners to speak; Mr. and Mrs.
Castro were in attendance. Mr. Perez spoke for the petitioners stating that the purpose of the
re-zoning request is to increase parking for their business. Mr. Perez then presented a
preliminary site plan for the proposed parking area. Mayor Goodman called for objections
from the public. No one spoke. Mayor Goodman asked for concerns from the Planning and
Zoning Board; there were none. Whitlock, Johnson and Heine all spoke in favor of the
rezoning. The Planning and Zoning Board then recommended that the request be approved,
however that instead of going to a B-3 district a B-1A should be approve. Johnson moved to
grant the request to re-zone Lots 1-3, Block 61, Original Survey from One-Family Dwelling
R-1C District to Planned Business Center B-1A District; seconded by Whitlock and carried.
The attorney was instructed to prepare an ordinance.

The Joint Public Hearing was closed.
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Mayor Goodman called the Joint Public Hearing of the Council and the Planning and
Zoning Board to order stating that this hearing is continued Jfrom March 4, 2003, having
been referred back to the Planning and Zoning Board Jor further study. Mayor Goodman
then stated the purpose of the joint public hearing as advertised is to provide citizens an
opportunity for input regarding the request to re-zone all of Block 36, Original Survey from
Multiple Dwelling R-3 to Residential-Professional and Business RPB District. Attomey
Holloman addressed the Council and the Planning and Zoning Board Members stating that
the matter before them was a quasi-judicial matter. Attorney Holloman asked if anyone had
received any written or verbal correspondence or done a site visit since the meeting of March
4,2003. No one had anything to report. Recorder Baumann stated that the original notices
sent by certified mail to thirty-four (34) property owners and the original ad in the Arcadian
were still in effect as this hearing is a continuation from the March 4, 2003 hearing. No
written objections or support have been received. Mayor Goodman called for the property
owners to speak. Jane Martin addressed the Council for her husband stating that the re-
zoning has been requested in order to use a residence on Magnolia as a real estate office.
Mayor Goodman then called for objections from the public. No one spoke. Mayor
Goodman asked for concerns from the Planning and Zoning Board; there were none. The
Planning and Zoning Board recommend approval of the request. Whitlock then moved to
grant the request to re-zone all of Block 36, Original Survey from Multiple Dwelling R-3
District to Residential-Professional and Business RPB District; seconded by Johnson and
carried. The attorney was instructed to prepare an ordinance.

The Joint Public Hearing was closed.
Mayor Goodman reconvened the regular meeting.

Proposed Ordinance No. 898 was presented on second reading. Johnson moved to waive the
rules and read the proposed ordinance by title only; seconded by Heine and carried.

AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING THE USE OF ROLLER SKATES,
SKATEBOARDS, COASTERS, TOY VEHICLES, OR SIMILAR
DEVICES UPON CERTAIN DESIGNATED STREETS AND
SIDEWALKS WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
ARCADIA, FLORIDA; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY;
PROVIDING PENALITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Heine then moved to approve Ordinance No. 898 on second reading; seconded by Whitlock.
Mayor Goodman called for comments from the public, there were none. The motion carried
onroll call vote. Ayes: Heine, Johnson, Whitlock and Goodman. Nays: None.

Proposed Ordinance No. 899 was presented on first reading. Each Councilmember had
previously been given a copy for study. Whitlock moved to waive the rules and read the
proposed ordinance by title only; seconded by Heine and carried.

Johnson then moved to approve Ordinance No. 899 on first reading; seconded by Whitlock.
Mayor Goodman called for comments from the public, there were none. The motion carried
on roll call vote. Ayes: Heine, Johnson, Whitlock and Goodman. Nays: None.

Proposed Ordinance No. 900 was presented on first reading. Each Councilmember had
previously been given a copy for study. Johnson moved to waive the rules and read the
proposed ordinance by title only; seconded by Whitlock and carried.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ARCADIA, AMENDING THE
CITY OF ARCADIA POLICE OFFICERS’ AND FIREFIGHTERS’
RETIREMENT SYSTEM, ADOPTED PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE
NO. 897, AMENDING SECTION 6, BENEFIT AMOUNTS AND
ELIGIBILITY; AMENDING SECTION 7, PRE-RETIREMENT DEATH;
AMENDING SECTION 9, VESTING; AMENDING SECTION 15,
MAXIMUM PENSION; PROVIDING FOR CODIFICATION;
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY OF PROVISIONS; REPEALING
ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HERWITH AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

Johnson then moved to approve Ordinance No. 900 on first reading; seconded by Whitlock.
Mayor Goodman called for comments from the public, there were none. The motion carried
onroll call vote. Ayes: Heine, Johnson, Whitlock and Goodman. Nays: None.

Administrator Strube noted that the benefit enhancements as proposed in Ordinance No. 900
are to be funded from “frozen” state contributions.

Mr. Keith Keene owner of Lots 1 & 2, Block 3, Gibson and Smith Addition addressed
Council regarding a notice to “abate a nuisance” at his property. Mr. Keene is requesting an
extension of 180 days. Assistant Fire Chief Wells reported that Mr. Keene has recently done
quite a lot of work on the property. Heine moved to grant the request to give Mr. Keith
Keene 180 days to *“abate a nuisance” on Lots 1 & 2, Block 3, Gibson and Smith Addition;
seconded by Johnson and carried.

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Marshal Lee reported that the new speed signs for Cypress Street are not in yet.

The Recorder’s report of Revenues and Expenditures for the month of March 2003 was
presented.

The March 2003 Public Works report was presented.
The Fire Department report for the month of March 2003 was presented.

Mayor Goodman noted that Council did receive several evaluation forms used by various
cities for Council consideration in creating a form to evaluate the City Administrator. No
action was taken. A workshop may be scheduled in the future.

Whitlock moved to accept as information the minutes of March 18, 2003 Grants Committee
Meeting; seconded by Johnson and carried.

Mayor Goodman reported that a memorial service for Helen Washington will be held on
Saturday, April 26, 2003 at 3:00 PM in the DeSoto High School gym. Mayor Goodman then
presented the following memoriam in Ms. Washington’s honor. Johnson moved to endorse
this action; seconded by Whitlock and carried.

Administrator Strube stated that the City’s bond underwriters Gardnyr Michael Capital, Inc
contacted him this week to inform the City that the ten (10) year “no call” provision will
expire on December 31, 2003. This means that the current bonds could now be refunded and
reissued at a lower interest rate. Originally it was proposed that the City sell an advance
purchase option, however a full refunding would be in the City’s best interest. Gardnyr
Michael Capital Inc. estimates that the City could receive an immediate upfront savings of
approximately $251,189.00 in the form of a check to the City at the time of refunding. Funds
must be used for Water and Sewer issues. The savings are the result of the current interest
rate at an average of 5% compared to today’s rate of about 3%. Administrator Strube will
have more detailed information in the agenda packet for May 6, 2003 for Council to review.

Administrator Strube then reported that due to the need to relocate all City Hall personnel
and equipment in order to implement Phase 1 of the renovations to City Hall, it appears that
the office proposed for the Mayor will need to be used by staff. Council did not object.
Administrator Strube suggested that City Hall offices be relocated to space in the Way
Building in order to avoid renting office space. Heine inquired about the Fire Department
and was informed that they could remain in City Hall and work could be done around them.
There was discussion about moving all of Station 1 over to Station 2, Administrator Strube
estimates that it would cost between $125,000.00 and $150,000.00 to expand the slab and
building. No action was taken.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned.
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
